The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) and the County of Stanislaus are
proposing to identify a new roadway alignment for a west-east facility from State Route 108
(SR-108) (McHenry Avenue) north of the City of Modesto to SR-120 approximately six miles
east of the City of Oakdale.

Caltrans is the lead agency under the California Environmental Quality Act and is assigned
National Environmental Policy Act responsibility by the Federal Highway Administration.

This letter is to notify you that the Draft Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Impact
Statement (EIR/EIS) for the project is available for public review and comment. The document
will be made available for public review at the Caltrans District 10 offices at 1976 East Dr.

What is Being Planned &

The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) and the County of Stanislaus propose to
identify a roadway alignment for a west-east facility from State Route 108 (SR-108) (McHenry Avenue)
north of the City of Modesto to SR-120 approximately six miles east of the City of Oakdale. The project
may be an entirely new roadway or incorporated into the existing roadway network and would serve as a
bypass for the cities of Riverbank, Oakdale and Modesto. The North County Corridor Transportation
Expressway Authority (NCCTEA) anticipates that the ultimate facility would be planned as a multi-lane,
access-controiled expressway/ freeway with interchanges, at-grade intersections, grade-separated
railroad crossings, irrigation district crossings, frontage roadway, and local street alignments.

Why This Public Notice? &

Caltrans has studied the effects this project may have on the environment. The report that explains the
determination is called a Statement of Overriding Considerations, The report that explains why it may
have a significant effect on the environment is called an Environmental Impact Report/Environmental
Impact Statement (EIR/EIS). This notice is to tell you of the preparation of the Draft EIR/EIS and of its
availability for public review and comment and to offer the opportunity for a public hearing. A hearing
will be held to give you an opportunity to tatk about certain design features of the project with
Caltrans' staff before the final alignment is selected. At this public hearing, you will have the
opportunity to discuss the tentative schedule for the purchase of right-of-way and construction, and
Caltrans staff will explain the Department’s relocation assistance for residents moved by the project.
This public hearing will be conducted in an “Open Forum” format, and no formal presentation will be
made, Please come at your convenience between 4:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m.
